Emergency 'Eg're'ss and Evacuation Action Plans
' EEEAP!

Because of the unique geological and tectonic nature of the Aleutian Island chain
it may be necessary for emergency egress from low lying areas. These areas
include beachheads, near shore operations and the Operations Center at the Grand
Aleutian Hotel.

“The Grand Aleutian Hotel’s existing evacuation plan is posted as an artachment
for this document. The tsunami waming system will activate in the event of a
tsunam: and you will be expected to evacuate to high ground immediately. In the
event of a sustained localized earthquake that shakes the ground for longer than
10 seconds, the alarm may not sound. The alarm is set off by the tsunami waming
sensors that arc oul at sea and may not indicate that a tsunami is imminent in time
to take proper precautions. SEEK HIGHER GROUND!! The local authorities
recommend that the patrons of the Grand Aleutian Hotel find higher ground at the
area behind the Marine Safety Detachment (MSD) on Bunker Hill or Standard Oil
Hill. Fifty feet above sea level is recommended as a safe level to avoid high water
for tsunamis of distant origin. For tsunamis that are generated locally 100 feet
above sea level 1s required. It may be necessary to stay out for extended periods
‘without shelter and food. Please keep a kit ready to go in the event that a quick
exodus is required. The kit should have spare food, water, warm clothes, and
tlashlights with extra batteries. Please see attachment for further details.

For beach operations and near shore operations stay alert for signals from the
mother vessels. A series of six {6) short hom blasts shall indicate that immediate
return to the vessel or plane is required. This can indicate that any emergency
condition exists and immediate retumn is required. Vessel masters and helo pilots
. shall brief small boat crews and landing parties on this procedure prior to
departure. They shall also monitor conditions and radios that may indicate the
need for a quick evacuation. Work crews shall not venture more than 200 yards

. up or down the beach from their respective platforms.

Airhorns shall be available on all helicopters and skiffs for warning system
purposes.




Attschment to CEEAP:

Tsunami Safety Rules

During a tsunami emergency, your local police, fire, harbormaster and other emergency -
organizations will try to save your life. Give them your fullest cooperation.

Unless otherwise determined by competent scientists, potential danger areas are those
less than 50 {t above sea level and within one mile of the coast for tsunamis of the distant
origin; or less than 100 feet above sea level and within one mile of the coast for tsunamis
of local origin.

Stay tuned to your radio or television stations during a tsunami emergency- bulletins
1ssued through emergency agencies and NOAA offices can help save your life.

WARNING

When notified of pending tsunami activity, Public Safety Officers will proceed through
neighborhoods emitting a series of wails on their vehicle sirens.
1. Officers will make some personal notification, if necessary and possible, to assure
awareness, o
2. They will NOT assist individuals in removing personal property or use his vehicle
as a transporter.

"EVACUATION

When informed of a pending tsunarmni threat: A
1. Evacuate low lying areas immediately- preferably on foot. .
2. Initia] evacuation should be to the closest higher elevation. Suggested level is
above 35 feet from sea level. Example: Standard Oil Hill, Above the Biorka
Center.

' ATTACHMENT (c): SAFE WORK PRACTICES FOR HELICOPTERS

Regulations regarding the use of helicopters can be found in

- 29 CFR 1910.183.

1. . BASIC SAFE WORK PRACTICES FOR ALL PASSENGERS/GROUND CREWS:
A. Passengers should receive a safety briefing from«heliboptér operators inchiding
safety features and equipment, their location on the individual aircraft, water landing

procedures when appropriate, and emergency information cards before taking off.

B. Passengers or ground crewmembers approaching helicopters shall stay in a

crouched position, and shall be in clear view of the pilot while approaching or departing a

helicopter.
*

C. Passengers and ground crew should approach/depart from the Main Cabin Door-
RIGHT of the helicopter ONLY when signaled by the pilot; and should NEVER walk
under or around the tail.

D. Loose fitting clothing, hats, hard hats, or other gear which might be caught in rotor
downwash must be secured or removed within 100 feet of operating helicopters.

- E. Passengers shall maintain a distance of 50 feet from heiicoptérs while rotors are
turning. Ground crew shouid also maintain this distance unless specific work practices
arc developed for closer work.

F. Passengers shall wear seat belts at all times.
(. Passengers and ground crew shall wear hearing protection (including
communications headsets, or helmiets) at all times around operating helicopters.

H. Passengers shall wear a minimum of a Mustang Type Suit with floatation.

I. Passengers shall generally assist the pilot in watching for other traffic or ground
obstacles as directed by the pilot.

J.. During emergency landings in water:
1. Do not exit unti! rotor blades stop tum.ing or pi.lo't signals all clear.

2. Do not inflate life preservers until outside of the helicopter.

_ K. Durmg all ground based Operanons which ongmate from a helicopter, the fo]kowmg
safety precautions will be adhered to:
